Why singles?  To quote Dave Marsh: “Singles are the essence of rock and roll.  They occupy the center of all the pop music that came after it.  They’re the stuff 

of our everyday conversations and debates about music, the totems that trigger our memories.”  Add to this that a single was often all that a “garage” band could afford
to produce and distribute to local stations, and the 7” single becomes the popular expression of the hopes and dreams of pop music.  Even for the major labels, 

the 7” single was the vehicle for a pop hit because in the 60’sand even into the 70’s that’s what radio stations played and that’s what people bought.

Included are commercially issued 7” vinyl singles and EPs (no CD singles or LP/CD/tape-only versions).  Promo/DJ versions are listed where known, as are 

acetates and test pressings.  The focus of the list is on Richard Berry’s Louie Louie and related recordings – influencers (Touzet and others)), covers, remakes, 

rewrites and other “musically similar” items (Dancing Danny, Beg Borrow & Steal, etc) listed in other discographies.  Also included are items for Louie Go Home and other “answer songs”, plus Brother Louie and "not the real Louie" songs with title similarities.
